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INTRODUCTION 
All papers must be in Microsoft Word format and may not exceed 6 pages in length, including figures, tables and references. Papers should be typed on A4 size paper, formatted with single columns. The body text style for all paragraphs should be normal Times new Roman font 11.  One single space may separate the section header from the body text and one single space separates the paragraphs.

The section titles divided into introduction, methodology, results and discussions and conclusion.   Acknowledge of collaborators or anyone who has helped with the paper at the end of the text before the references. The titles should be capitalized bold, Times new Roman and font 11. 

METHODOLOGY
The body text may include figures, drawings, and pictures.  The Figures should be centralized and should be captioned as Figures with Arabic numbers below the Figures with bold font 10 Times New Roman caption. See Example below:

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
The body text may also include Tables.  The Tables should be centralized and should be captioned as Figures with Arabic numbers above the Tables with bold font 10 Times New Roman caption. The Table should not break in 2 pages. See Example below:
